        There was much speculation and confusion about the proper airing sequence of some first season


        episodes, especially Strange Visitor and Neverending Battle Bryce Zabel, who was Supervising


        Producer throughout the first season as well as the author of three episodes (Strange Visitor, The Green,


        Green Glow of Home, and All Shook Up confirmed that Strange Visitor was aired out of sequence


        before Neverending Battle because it was considered a stronger episode by the ABC network and the


        L&C producers. The most compelling physical evidence confirming the proper airing sequence appears


        in the newsroom scene after the opening credits in Man of Steel Bars -- a line chart of Superman's


        activities since he arrived in Metropolis shows his catching two jumpers in Neverending Battle as his


        second activity and the interception of the missile in Strange Visitor) as his third activity.





        Witness was shown in the U.S. as the 13th episode, but elsewhere (notably the U.K.) it was sometimes


        aired as the 11th episode. Zabel has confirmed that this episode was considered extremely weak by the


        producers and ABC (despite the fact it is extremely popular with many fans because of the romantic


        sequences) which is why it was pushed back in the schedule but, in terms of continuity, it should have


        been shown prior to Honeymoon In Metropolis. It should be noted that in comparison to many other


        episodes in the series, Witness numbers among the better and most enjoyable ones.
